 GMPRG has gathered a number of comments from members of the local community and feedback is as follows-

Comments-

1. Length of consultation period- far too short- statutory consultations are normally 6 weeks to give enough time for people to be aware of the consultation and make comments.
2. Lack of access to plans for local people to respond- we have had feedback that residents who live near the school have not been made aware of the proposed development, or had the opportunity to comment. Perhaps there could be a set of plans at the Library or Parish Office?
3. The school needs to engage with the community, so that any future plans are of benefit to both the school and the village.

Concerns-

1. Parking issues -are of great concern within the village and the school needs to work in partnership to help improve this. There is currently a huge lack of parking in the village to sustain local businesses and for local workers. This will be exacerbated by loss of parking due to HS2 enabling works. There is no parking in the village or London Road for sixth former's or staff member’s cars. Parking provision for school commuting and coaches need to be provided on the school site.
2. Highway safety- The proposed scheme raises issues on highway safety, particularly on the London Road, due to parking, traffic speed and access via the A413 junction by the Chiltern Hospital. 

3. There is a need for a sustainable travel to school strategy - to reduce student parking, traffic congestion caused by school traffic and pollution. 
4. The draft Chiltern and South Bucks Local Plan show little or no future development within the catchment area. Therefore, there is a lack of evidence that future development within catchment will lead to the need for more school places for local children.. Development in Great Missenden is severely constrained by Green Belt and the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty to even provide facilities for local residents and their families. The village does not have the capacity to provide for pupils outside the catchment area, due to the need for more school places caused by development elsewhere. Local schools should be for local children to be sustainable. 

5. It would be better if the development was the other side of the school, away from the road, to enable more parking on site. Also, the extension brings the built form  closer to the setting of Missenden Abbey, a listed building
Support-

1. New fit for purpose school hall, with access for use by local sports groups.

2. Alleviating traffic through the estate via an access on the London Road, but only if accompanied by highway improvements.
